PROGRAMS   JOHN SIMONIEG 

Grouper -Snapper - Amberjack -
Kingfish -Cuda-Shark  

 
 
January is a very special time of the year as it 
marks the return of the Gag Grouper. Gags typi-
cally spend from April thru November in the 
deeper waters of the Gulf of Mexico putting them 
out of reach for many of our smaller boats. In No-
vember Gags migrate to the near shore waters 
and spend the winter months on ledges, wrecks 
and hard bottom in waters from 15 to 50 feet 
deep. This migration is brought on by shorter 
amounts of daylight and the cooling temperature 
of the Gulf of Mexico. 
 
Gags may be caught by trolling large lures such 
as the Stretch 30, by anchoring and fishing live or 
dead bait on the bottom, or by the newest tech-
nique of ñbutterfly jiggingò.  
 

The biggest challenge for most of us is how I find 
them, what I look for on the bottom machine, how 
I anchor in the most desirable spot to give me 
maximum exposure to my baits and should I be 
chumming. These questions and more will be an-
swered by our January speaker, Captain Steve 
Skevington. When I contacted him the other day 
Steveôs first comment to me was ñtheyôre backò!  
His charter of four had just caught a limit of nice 
Gags in 20 feet of water by 11:00 that morning. 
 
Steve operates Paradise Fishing Charters and 
has been guiding in the Gulf for many, many 
years. He is a very accomplished fisherman with 
his charter limiting out on Red Grouper 27 times in 
a row this summer. 
 
If you are interested in catching one of the finest 
eating fish in the Gulf, the grouper, donôt miss 
Steveôs presentation at our January meeting.
